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At the Session meeting April 17 your Elders took a hard look at the finances of the church. As of the end
of March, we are $4,533.00 behind in pledges and another $1,787.00 in other projected general giving.
If we add to those amounts the monthly figure of $2,554.00 for three months, which is 1/12th of the
deficit portion of the budget, we are at the end of the first quarter of the year a TOTAL OF $13,982.00

BEHIND IN MEETING THE BUDGETED EXPENSES.

Many of us made a financial pledge last
December, a pledge to help support Westminster
Presbyterian Church in its mission. Your Session
took those pledges and prepared a bare -bones, no
-frills budget with a $30,000.00 deficit which was
approved by the congregation.

The financial statement in the Westminster
Chimes shows our finances to be in good shape
due to a very generous Endowment Gift
($50,150.00), some Memorial monies ($2,555.00)
that were received, plus other miscellaneous
income that is designated for certain expenditures
(such as One Great Hour of Sharing). We must
remember that these funds cannot be used to
meet the general operating expenses of WPC.

It becomes very important for each one of us to
look at our pledges, and if at all possible to try
and catch up. There is no place in our church
budget that we can cut any more corners to save
money if we wish to keep Westminster
Presbyterian Church functioning. The present
state of the economy is challenging each and
every one of us to be able to meet our needs. Let
us spend a few moments talking to God, and thru
prayer see what we can do towards keeping WPC
on track.
