On Sunday, 

April 6th, 18 elders, deacons and 

other members of our 

congregation accompanied me to 

a leadership workshop at Central 

Presbyterian Church in New 

Lenox.  The last weekend of 

April, 15 elders and deacons 

attended a weekend retreat led by 

Russ Crabtree (who led our Holy 

Cow survey last year).  Russ 

helped us learn about conflict 

management and begin a process 

of future visioning for our 

congregation.
