SHARE-A-PRAYER GROUP 

Be a part of the Share-A-Prayer Group.  On September 14th we 

begin another year of offering prayers for members of our con-

gregation, their families and their friends. Our prayer group at 

the present time consists of three people who meet every Mon-

day morning and commit themselves to God to pray for each 

person on the list during their daily devotions. It means a daily 

commitment of about an hour and the Monday morning time. 

 

Each Monday, at 9:00 a.m. we take time to go over the list and 

are brought up to date on additions and changes and then take 

turns praying for the people on our list. We take turns in starting 

the prayers and then each person prays for one page of requests. 

At the present time we have approximately nine or ten pages.

We also have two persons 

who were a part of the original group, but because of work and 

health, can't be at the Monday meeting but are still committed to 

the daily prayers.

The only requirement, as 

noted, is to come on Monday morning and to use the prayer re-

quests in your daily devotions. Think about it. Pray about it. If 

you have questions, talk to Linda Evans, Nevada Weitting, or Al 

Abbott, then come and be a part of this meaningful part of West-

minster's ministry, and experience God's presence with us each 

Monday morning.
