Christian origins?  The an-

cient Celts of Ireland and the 

British Isles had a festival of 

Samhain (pronounced sow-

hen).  Samhain marked the 

end of summer and prepara-

tions for winter.  Winter was 

harsh, resources could be 

scarce and survival was tenu-

ous.  The festival of Samhain 

acknowledged that just as 

the warmth and bounty of 

summer gives way to the 

cold and scarcity of winter, 

human life also gives way to 

death. 

 

Around AD 300 Saint Patrick 

is credited with bringing 

Christianity to Ireland.  

Gradually, the Gospel spread 

throughout the British Isles.  

Typical to Christianity's 

spread to new cultures, the 

church put a Christian slant 

on existing holidays.   

Samhain was no different.  

All Saints Day, celebrated 

since the 7th century, came 

to fall on November 1, the 

day after Samhain.  And
