A Letter From Church World Service 
Dear Friends in Blackhawk Presbytery, 
I hope this finds you and your congregations doing well! 
I'm sure you've been as shocked and saddened as we at Church World Service are about the tragedies in Haiti. 
I was there two years ago as part of a CWS team, seeing how CROP Hunger Walk funds improve people's 
lives there. Many of the offices and schools we visited have been destroyed. Just this week I participated in a 
conference call about CWS response there, and learned we're doing immediate action, like getting blankets 
and kits and medical supplies to folks in need. We're also already thinking long­term, about rebuilding in a 
way that will allow CWS to serve and train even more folks in need than we were able to do pre-earthquake. 
Awesome, inspiring stuff in the midst of tremendous challenges. 
 
We learned that the best way, right now, to support work in Haiti is to send funds. And hope you are asking 
your congregations to give to Presbyterian Disaster Assistance.  Another extremely important way to 
respond is to make CWS Kits. Hygiene Kits are most needed, and Baby Kits too. Our warehouse is 
completely out of Kits, which is very rare and very alarming. Many were pre-positioned in the Dominican 
Republic last November. Many were sent to other places in need. It's heartening to think that the 1000+ 
Kits that Blackhawk Presbytery gave last year are part of the current response in Haiti! 
 
Indeed, that was an incredible response last November by congregations! I am so grateful, and was 
deeply touched that day to see the kits keep coming in. 
Given the need, would your church make additional Hygiene Kits? We are appealing to the congregations of 
Blackhawk Presbytery to put together Hygiene Kits and bring them to the February 9 presbytery meeting at 
Park Presbyterian Church in Streator. 
 
To assemble a Hygiene Kit you will need: 
§ One hand towel measuring approximately 16" x 28" (no fingertip or bath towels) 
§ One washcloth 
§ One wide-tooth comb 
§ One nail clipper 
§ One bar of soap (bath size in wrapper)  
§ One toothbrush in original packaging)   
§ Six Band-Aids® 
§ One-gallon plastic bag with a zipper closure 
 
Please do not add toothpaste (or any other items) to the Hygiene Kit. Toothpaste that has an extended 
expiration date will be added to Hygiene Kits just prior to shipment.  Monetary donations of $2 per kit to help 

cover the shipping costs to Haiti are appreciated.  Checks should be made out to Church World Service.
