Please indicate your prayer 

requests on the cards in the pew 

racks and place them in the 

offering plate or in the box on 

We are nearing the 

beginning of the season 

of Lent.  Ash 

Wednesday is the first 

day of Lent.  Lent is a 

time of special focus 

and penitential action 

and meditation.  We 

concentrate upon our 

relationship with God through Jesus Christ.  We 

stress Christõs ministry - the teachings and actions 

which led to his death on a cross, a death for us. 

 

All this is preparation, yes, but we observe the 

season of Lent not so that we might be blessed by 

God but as response to blessings already received 

by God.  We come into this season as forgiven 

people able to receive Godõs love for us through 

Jesus Christ.  The preparation is so that we may 

come to know and celebrate, for the first time or 

once again, the glory of the good news that Christ 

is risen and life is ours. 

 

We will observe Ash Wednesday, 

February 17, 2010, with a meal at 5:30 P.M. 

and special service of worship around 6:00 

PM.  If you plan on attending the meal with the 

LOGOS Kids, please sign up so we know how 

many to prepare for.

To enhance your personal spiritual practice 

for Lent be sure you pick up one of our Lenten 

Devotional Booklets that have been prepared for 

this season.

Also for the season of Lent, we will have a special 

study.  On Wednesday evenings (following Ash 

Wednesday) at 6:30 P.M. in Rm 7 we will share the 

study, òLearning Forgivenessó, a six week study that will 

conclude the Wednesday of Holy Week.

Earlier this year I had the privilege of traveling to 

South Africa to engage in a global dialogue.  We 

traveled to Soweto and met over lunch with 

community leaders there.  It was evident that our 

hosts wanted to provide hospitality but didnõt have 

enough to go around.  Our group had bag lunches, 

but not enough for everyone. After a brief, 

awkward moment, we each pulled out what we 

had, said a prayer over the meal, and began to eat.  

Surveying the bounty on the table, I realized that 

there was more than enough for everyone--making 

it a genuine loaves and fishes moment!  What 

remained after the meal---and there was plenty---

was used as emergency food for those in need.  

Again and again moments such as this remind me 

that even when it seems there might not be enough, 

through the simple act of sharing we experience 

Godõs abundance in surprising ways. 

 

One of our strengths as Presbyterians lies in sharing 

what we have with others, a discipline that for more 

than six decades Presbyterians have exercised 

through One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS).  This 

yearõs offering theme, drawn from Jesusõ last 

encounter with his disciples, highlight the message 

he leaves them--to focus not on oneõs own needs

but on those of others.  òDo you love me?ó he asks 

three times.  Three times he repeats a variation of 

the instruction, òFeed my sheep.ó 

  

Presbyteriansõ gifts to OGHS respond to this 

commandment in hundreds of ways.  One exciting 

project supported by Presbyterian Disaster 

Assistance, the Presbyterian Hunger Program, and 

Self-Development of People, is the West Africa 

Initiative.  Recognizing that the end of the 

devastating civil wars in Sierra Leone and LIberia 

created both a need and an opportunity for a new 

kind of partnership there, the three programs 

committed to working across programmatic lines in 

a new way.  The Initiative has already made major 

progress in giving hope and trust a toehold in places 

where the wars had stripped those resources from 

the collective soul as thoroughly as they eradicated 

from the landscape the infrastructure on which daily 

life depends. 

 

Through your gifts and the gifts of other 

congregations across the church, the OGHS offering 

will continue to be a reminder that through the 

simple act of sharing, we are blessed and experience 

Godõs abundance in surprising ways.  Thank you for 

your longtime support of this offering, which has 

contributed greatly to its success.
