Very soon the pre-Assembly events will begin, 

leading up to the convening business and ceremo-

nies in Minneapolis, MN on Friday July 1st.  This 

year, our Presbyteryôs Young Adult Advisory Dele-

gate (YAAD) is Hannah Robinson.  YAADôs are a 

vital part of our GA process.
