6 January 2011 and heard two proposals from two dif-

ferent public address system providers:  1/5/2011 

from Neil Minella and Guitar Center Inc. of Joliet, IL 

and 1/6/2011 from Todd VonOhlen of Hix Bros. Mu-

sic, Inc. of Aurora, IL.  We have learned a great deal of 

advances in audio/visual sound systems, the technol-

ogy behind the equipment, the recommended choices 

of brands and their quality for us to consider with 

pricing and guarantees.  We are looking forward to 

making a final decision regarding choice of provider 

at our next meeting on Tuesday, 18 January 2011 @ 7 

PM.   

 

We are looking forward to having the sound control 

system to be located in the Loft on the south side just 

in front of the closet that is occupied by the hv/ac sys-

tem.  The amplifiers, etc. will be housed in that  

portion of the loft that is aligned with the south wall 

of the Sanctuary just under the first purlin up from 

the floor of the Loft.  The sound control system will be 

placed on top of the organ speaker cabinet.  All of 

which will be secured. 

 

After reviewing our preliminary color of paint for the 

Sanctuary walls and seeing what the two color choices 

that had been painted on a larger flat surface for our 

contemplation, we decided that Paul McGrewôs rec-

ommendation of a ñwhiteò tone would be best after 

considering ñFilmy Greenò and ñIvoryò from the paint 

swatches.  So you may wish to congratulate Paul for 

his foresight in that particular choice of color, which 

is now ñAlabasterò. 

 

The side walls of the Sanctuary have received their 

insulation, that was blown in to the cavities...the com-

pany that Lois Peltz works for did the insula-

tion....and seeing it for the first time, this writer 

thought perhaps of scratching the choice of colors 

above and just having the ñstucco-likeò appearance 

might even be more fitting for a worship setting...HA!

(tongue & cheek!)  Dry walling is expected to com-

mence prior to Sunday, 1/16/2011.
