Isaiah above re-

sembles the more cyclical 

nature of Godôs creation.  

My grandfather always liked the snow, but he was a 

farmer.  As long as the crops were in the ground, that 

snow acted as a warn moist blanket to nurture the 

winter wheat. 

 

I complained about snow in a sermon a few weeks 

ago and someone said wait till we really get hit.
