Kit instructions: Hygiene Kit (previously Health 

Kit) 

 

1 ð hand towel (approximately 16ǌ x 28ǌ, no fin-

gertip or bath towels) 

1 ð washcloth 

1 ð wide-tooth comb (remove from package) 

1 ð nail clipper (no metal files or emery  boards; 

remove from package) 

1 ð bar of soap (bath size in wrapper) 

1 ð toothbrush (in original packaging) 

6 ð Band-AidsÈ or other adhesive bandage 

strips 

 

Please do not add toothpaste to the Hygiene Kit. 

Toothpaste, which has an extended expiration 

date will be added to Hygiene Kit shipments just 

prior to shipment. 

 

Seal all items in a one-gallon plastic bag with a 

zipper closure.  (not the slider type because 

they come open). 

 

If you bring parts for a kit, place them in the la-

beled boxes that are located in foyer.
